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Julie’'s Garden: An Inspiring Tribute to a Beloved Woman

On November 22, 2001, Julie
Anne Lobbia passed away. Only
43, she succumbed to ovarian
cancer after a brief, 70-day battle.
Julie left behind husband Joseph
Jessdlli, his family, and her own
large extended Italian family.

Julie was an award-winning
journalist for the Village Voice
newspaper in New York, where
her housing column allowed her
to use her writing talents to
publicize injustices. Having
grown up immersed in a close-
knit family where active
generosity and loving acceptance
of others was second nature, Julie
went out of her way to help
others in need with loving
compassion.

Julie’s cousin, Sr. Diane Dalle
Molle, isaMissionary Sister of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus (MSC),
and the Provincia of the Stella
Maris Province. When Julie
moved to New York in 1990, she
became progressively more

involved with the order.
Working with Sister Pietrina
Raccuglia, MSC, Julie began

teaching English as a second
language to Asian immigrants.

She continued this work until

shortly before her death; her

husband, Joseph, has taken over

this work on her behalf. Julie
relished the time she was able to spend
with Srs. Diane and

Pietrina, and they provided her with
spiritual support and guidance, which
proved to be a great source of comfort
during her illness.

Julie's family was devastated by
the unexpected loss of this beautiful,

caring, young woman, and wanted to
honor her in away that would best
celebrate her special life.

A cousin, Gina Sanderson, reported
that Julie had planned to solicit the
family to support the work of the
MSCs at St. Philip’s Missionin
Swarziland. With the support of
Cabrini Mission Foundation, St.
Philip’s Boarding Hostel was estab-
lished to help the many children
orphaned by the AIDS epidemic. The
hostel, which opened at the end of
January 2002 provides children with
shelter, food, education, training, and
comfort.

Julie’'s cousin, Susan Chisausky,
wrote aletter asking over 80 members
of the Bertoletti family in al parts of
the United States to contribute to St.
Philip’s Mission on Julie's behalf. Jon
Bertoletti developed a website,
www.julies-garden.com where the
family could check on the progress of
the collection, view pictures of Julie,
and read articles she had written, as
well as articles written about her.

Contributions came back immedi-

ately. The goal had been to raise
$10,000.00. This amount would cover
some of the costs of renovating the
building into a hostel and creating a
garden so the children could grow
food and learn gardening skills. Over
the course of four months, donations
continued to arrive. By the end of
January 2003, the collection total
stood at $19,095.00.

One generous and loving family
had doneit! The love and spirit of
Julie would now live on in a special
way through the children of St.
Philip’s Boarding Hostel. A plaque
will be placed at the Mission to com-
memorate the donations made in
Julie's name. But perhaps more
important, the garden, which will both
feed the children of the hostel and
teach them skills to improve the quali-
ty of their lives, will be named for
Julie Anne.
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2003 Summary of Grants

T hrough the generosity of Cabrini Mission Foundation
supporters, the Foundation was able to award the follow-
ing grants to Cabrini-affiliated institutions, programs, and
ministries that support the mission of reaching out to the
heart of the world.

CaBRINI MEDICAL CENTER, NEW YORK CiTY, NY

After the events of September 11, 2001 and the loss of
beloved EMT Marc Sullins, Cabrini Medical Center reex-
amined their emergency response system and found that
the Cabrini ambulance service, which is often the first
point of contact that the Medical Center has with patients,
was drastically in need of service. Cabrini Mission
Foundation awarded the Medical Center $60,000 to lease
three new ambulances in 2003. This grant will improve
Cabrini Medical Center’s existing emergency response
capabilities for New York City residents of all socio-eco-
nomic and ethnic backgrounds.

CABRINI RETREAT CENTER, DES PLAINES, IL

As one of only two youth retreat centers in the northwest
side of Chicago, Cabrini Retreat Center serves approxi-
mately 2,200 youth per year. Cabrini Mission Foundation
awarded the Retreat Center $22,441 to subsidize the cost
of youth retreats for the growing number of students who
wish to participate in retreats but might not otherwise
have the financial means to do so.

St. CABRINI NURSING HOME, DoBBs FERRY, NY
Committed to strengthening the continuum of long-term
service provision to the elderly, “ Cabrini at Home”
enables patients to remain in their homes for as long as
possible. Cabrini Mission Foundation awarded a grant of
$29,500 to cover the cost of promotional materials and
resources that will publicize the program and help with
the recruitment of paraprofessionals, many of whom are
women, immigrants, and single parents, to serve the popu-
lation of Dobbs Ferry.

St. CaABRINI HOME, WEST PARK, NY
Cabrini-on-Hudson serves elderly individuals in need of
residential care who might otherwise live isolated and
alone. Cabrini Mission Foundation awarded $30,000 to
St. Cabrini Home for security systems and furnishings
necessary for opening the recent nine-room addition that
provides previously unmet needs of the ever-growing eld-
erly population.

St. DONATO ScHOOL, PHILADEPHIA, PA

Cabrini Mission Foundation provided a $13,000 grant
which will supplement funds from the St. Donato Parish
to enable the school to maintain three part-time salaries
for computer, art, and gym teachers. Not only will this
grant allow the school to uphold the mandate of the
Archdiocese of Philadelphiato provide these special sub-
ject classes, it will equip homeroom teachers with more
time for quality planning, and foster a well-rounded edu-
cation for its students.

ST. FRANCES CABRINI SHRINE, NEW YORK CiTY, NY
The St. Frances Cabrini Shrine currently offers retreats to
approximately 1,000 young people from ten institutions,
including local schools and parishes serving the immi-
grant community of Washington Heights. Cabrini
Mission Foundation awarded $11,200 to the Shrine to
expand retreat opportunities to inner city parishes and
schools in Manhattan and the Bronx, thus increasing the
number of youth served.

CABRINI CENTER FOR NURSING AND

ReHABILITATION, NEW YORK CITY, NY

Serving as a true neighborhood institution over the past
ten years, Cabrini Center for Nursing and Rehabilitation
(CCNR) is adopting a Person Centered Care approach to
healthcare for those in need in the Lower East Side area
of New York City. In order to provide the individualized
care upon which this philosophy is based, CCNR seeks to
accommodate the special needs of its patients with high-
level healthcare in awelcoming, comfortable, and safe
environment. Cabrini Mission Foundation awarded
$50,000 over two years to support necessary staff training
and capital improvements during CCNR’s transition to
Person Centered Care.

MoTHER CABRINI SHRINE, GOLDEN, CO

Certified on the National Register of Historic Places in the
State of Colorado, The Stone House Retreat Center is the
only remaining property associated with the early to mid-
20th century institutional care of children in the Denver
area. It now primarily serves groups of women, youth, and
Spanish-speaking persons on retreat. To supplement a
$78,115 grant from the Colorado Historical Society,
Cabrini Mission Foundation awarded $25,000 to Mother
Cabrini Shrine for necessary renovations that will ensure
the longevity of the building and the continuation of
retreats and days of reflection for the population it serves.

St. Frances Cabrini Shrine, New York City

Event; Leadership of Cabrini Eldercare Consortium Recelves Award
